Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present: Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse.  Councilmember absent:  Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
VISITORS: 
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Amy Hawkinson, Stanley Walker, George Miller.     
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 30, 2005, year-end meeting were approved as written.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Council reviewed accounts payable lists containing December invoices in the amount of $109,911.93, and January invoices totaling $20,641.31.  Upon motion by Kingan, seconded by Morse, all said invoices, in the amount of $130,553.24, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Ten accounts, totaling $1,222.37, were on the list of delinquent utilities.

INDUSTRIAL PARK:
Stanley Walker, Lincoln County Economic Development Director, provided further details of a business relocation proposal submitted last month.  He had obtained a written communication from USDA – Rural Development which indicated that the use of grant funds to build the Industrial Park did not preclude the City from disposing of land within the Industrial Park.  However, if the building were to be sold, the grant funds would have to be re-paid.  He presented a Land Use Layout proposal for the entire industrial park area and made suggestions for reserving certain parcels for the future.   There followed a motion by Florence, seconded by Ledet, that, assuming the jobs are developed as specified in a Lincoln County Economic Development communication dated December 22, 2005, the City of Lincoln would provide the prospective business with free land in the Industrial Park. (Said land identified as Parcel 6 on the Land Use Layout.)  Motion carried.       
HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery had been asked about individual lot surveys for property in the Sheppard Housing Development.  He said he had talked to Jerry Wollesen who was willing to do the job for $100 per lot.  Following further discussion Morse moved to hire Jerry Wollesen to stake the lots in the Subdivision.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.

MOBILE HOME PERMIT:
Clerk Gourley provided a sample of a mobile home park application and permit for use with recently enacted Ordinance No. 661.  Attorney Metz said he would like to make some changes to the form before it was approved.

HOUSING REHAB GRANT:
Correspondence from the Kansas Department of Commerce indicated that the City’s request for housing rehabilitation funds through the Kansas Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Program had been denied again this year.
ANIMAL CONTROL:
A recent Kansas Animal Health Department inspection of the Lincoln Animal Shelter and review of City adoption policies resulted in certain recommendations being made to meet state regulations, specifically the requirement that spay/neuter deposits be comparable to fees charged by area veterinarians.  Clerk Gourley had contacted Beloit and Ellsworth veterinarians and obtained that information.  Thereafter, a motion was made by Ledet, seconded by Morse, to increase the spay/neuter deposit from $40.00 to $80.00.  Motion carried.

LABOR/EQUIPMENT RATE:
In order to better reflect the costs involved, Clerk Gourley suggested the City labor and equipment charges be increased.  There followed a motion by Florence, seconded by Ledet, to increase the labor rate from $20.00 to $25.00 per hour and the equipment rate from $30.00 to $35.00 per hour.  Motion carried.
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BALL PARK/BENEFITS:
Upon motion by Florence, seconded by Morse, Jerry Jensen was given approval to use Lions West Park for three benefit co-ed softball tournaments this summer, as follows:  June 2-4 (School Project,) Aug. 11-13 (Lincoln Art Center,) and Sept 2-3 (Lincoln Carnegie Library.)
PERSONNEL:
Councilmember Ledet suggested that written performance evaluations be completed on a regular basis, both for the benefit of the employee and supervisor, and for the Governing Body at the time of wage and salary adjustments.  Clerk Gourley explained how evaluations had been handled in the past.   After a short discussion, Ledet made a motion that written evaluations be done and turned in to the City Clerk’s office prior to December 1st of each year.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.

STREETS/CURB/GUTTER:
Councilmember Florence commended the work done by Finch Construction on the N. 1st Street curb and gutter project.  
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Kingan moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:37 p.m.
