Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present: Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Official present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
VISITORS: 
Visitor in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  John Baetz.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 30, 2004, year-end meeting were approved as written.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Council reviewed accounts payable lists containing December invoices in the amount of $50,173.49 and January invoices totaling $18,361.07.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, all said invoices, in the amount of $68,534.56, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Ten accounts, totaling $864.82, were on the list of delinquent utilities.

GAAP WAIVER RES. 05-01:
There came on for consideration Resolution 05-01, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP.”  Clerk Gourley explained the reasoning for the waiver, afterwhich a motion was made by Stegman, seconded by Florence, that said Resolution be adopted.  Motion carried.  Clerk Gourley also advised the Council that the change in financial reporting would require a waiver to be done every year.

2004 & 2005 AUDITS:
A proposal for audit services for the years ending December 31, 2004, and December 31, 2005, was received from Larry L. Douglas, C.P.A.  The fee for said services, which had remained the same for several years, had been increased by 5% to $6,125.00.  The change in financial statements, which would include an additional and separate report for the Enterprise Funds, required increasing the Audit Fee by $640.00 for each year, plus a one time fee of $640.00 for 2004 for the reformatting of the City’s financial statements, plus out of pocket expenses.   Upon motion by Florence, seconded by Stegman, said audit proposal was approved. 

HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery reported that a pre-construction meeting with the engineer and contractor for the Sheppard Housing Development was scheduled for 1:30 p.m., January 12, 2005, at City Hall.  Clerk Gourley provided information regarding the number and diversity of individuals requesting information on the free lots.  Most of the inquiries had been received following the inclusion of a link to the City’s website on the KansasFreeLand.Com website.  One lot had been reserved for an applicant from California, and it was hoped that the interest would continue.  The Lincoln County Economic Development office was assisting with responses to the numerous inquiries.
KMEA LEASE PROGRAM:
Documentation was provided regarding a Lease Purchase Program being considered by the Kansas Municipal Energy Agency (KMEA.)  A mail ballot of member cities was being conducted to determine the wishes of the membership.  No financial commitment was expected from the City.  There followed a motion by Ledet, seconded by Morse, that the City vote in favor of adopting KMEA’s Resolution No. 136.  Motion carried.
NCRPC REPRESENTATIVE: 
Arletta Morse was designated to be the City’s representative to the North Central Regional Planning Commission.
BALL PARK/BENEFITS:
Upon motion by Florence, seconded by Ledet, Jerry Jensen was given approval to use Lions West Park for three benefit co-ed softball tournaments this summer, as follows:  June 3-5 (Community Projects,) Aug. 12-14 (Lincoln Art Center,) and Sept 3-4 (Community Projects.)  The 3rd tournament would be held in conjunction with the Post Rock Festival.
STREETS/TRAFFIC:
Councilmembers reported hearing favorable comments regarding the snow and ice removal efforts of the City Crew.  It was also noted that opinions about the 4-way stop light at the Lincoln Ave./4th Street intersection were generally positive.
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HOUSING REHAB GRANT:
It was reported that the City’s request for housing rehabilitation funds through the Kansas Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Program had been denied. 
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
