Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., D. Leon Kingan, Gwen Knight, and Joel Mahin.  Councilmember absent:  Arletta R. Morse.  City Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley. 
VISITORS: 
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Amy Hawkinson.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 31, 2009, year-end meeting were approved as written.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Council reviewed accounts payable lists containing December invoices in the amount of $976.78, and January invoices totaling $21,683.66.  Upon motion by Knight, seconded by Kingan, all said invoices, in the amount of $22,660.44, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Two accounts, totaling  $158.20, were on the list of delinquent utilities.
REC COMMISSION/APPNTS:
Mayor Stegman made the following appointments to the Lincoln Recreation Commission:  David Dohe, re-appointed to a 2-year term upon recommendation of USD 299; Debora Zachgo, a 2-year term upon recommendation of USD 298; Jo Hachmeister, a 2-year term upon recommendation of Lincoln County; and Keith Phillips, a 4-year term as a regular appointee from the City of Lincoln Center.  Mahin moved to confirm Mayor Stegman’s appointments.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.
ENGINE REPAIRS:
Mayor Stegman relayed information regarding the status of the repair work being done on Superior engine #5.

ENERGY CONTRACTS:
Clerk Gourley reported that KMEA, on behalf of the EMP2 cities, was currently negotiating a long-term Firm Energy and Load Following Agreement with MKEC and Sunflower.  A Letter Agreement for temporary services was anticipated in the near future to cover the immediate energy needs of the EMP2 cities while the long-term agreement was being confirmed.

FIRE INS. PROCEEDS:
The Governing Body reviewed the current status of three properties for which fire insurance proceeds were being held by the City.

BALL PARK/BENEFITS:
Jerry Jensen was given approval to use the West Ball Park for two benefit co-ed softball tournaments this summer, as follows:   June 4-6 and Aug 13-15.
WATER SYSTEM:
The Governing Body discussed the recent cold weather and its effect on the water mains.  Clerk Gourley reported a certain amount of overtime work was always expected and included in the budget.
FARMWAY  TAX ABATE:
Mayor Stegman reported on his attendance at the public hearing before the Lincoln County Commissioners earlier in the day.  The hearing was held to hear public comments regarding Farmway Storage #1, LLC’s request for a 10-year tax abatement.   Mayor Stegman said he had supported the exemption from a “strictly economic benefit standpoint.”  Both favorable and unfavorable comments were voiced by the public.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
