Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Joel Mahin, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Councilmember absent:  Arletta R. Morse.  City Official present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS: 
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Amy Hawkinson, Chris Cox.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 28, 2007, year-end meeting were approved as written.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Council reviewed accounts payable lists containing December invoices in the amount of $98,117.64, and January invoices totaling $29,817.69.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, all said invoices, in the amount of $127,935.33, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Eighty-seven accounts, totaling $10,709.06, were on the list of delinquent utilities.  Clerk Gourley explained that the large delinquency was not unusual for this time of the month.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
Clerk Gourley explained that KMEA’s monthly EMP2 billing, if not paid right away, could require a line-of-credit withdrawal and associated interest expense.  In order to minimize or avoid interest on EMP2 monthly invoices she suggested the City Council authorize payment upon receipt of invoice, rather than wait for approval at the next regular City Council meeting.  Upon motion by Ledet, seconded by Stegman, said payment upon receipt of invoice was authorized for EMP2 monthly billings.
REC COMMISSION:
Mayor Vignery made appointments to the newly created Recreation Commission, as follows:  Stephan Smith and Kae Hayworth, 4-year terms, Mitch Kobbeman, 3-year term, Anita Wirth, Amanda Uhl, Alan Luck, and David Dohe, 2-year terms.  He said all had been contacted and had agreed to serve. Ledet moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointments.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.  

Discussion followed regarding the salary to be established for the Recreation Director, as specified in Section 3 of Charter Ordinance No. 7.  There followed a motion by Stegman, seconded by Mahin, to establish an annual salary range from $20,000.00 to $30,000.00, dependent upon qualifications and experience.  Motion carried.  There presently being no city facility available to house the recreation director, some discussion was held regarding the possibility of the individual temporarily operating out of his home. 
WATER SYSTEM:
Chris Cox, P.E., Schwab-Eaton, P.A., provided a historical review of the water supply project and options available to the City.  He said the City’s water supply was more than adequate, however, quality was an issue.  Establishing another well in the City’s west well field, as indicated by the multiple test drilling results, would provide additional supply.  Putting the East wells in stand-by mode would be recommended, as well, however, maintenance procedures for the stand-by wells would need to be established.  He said Schwab-Eaton could do the paperwork to solicit additional water rights for the new well, obtain landowner easements and provide documents for bidders.   Cost estimates could be made available at the next City Council meeting.  Following a short question and answer session, Mr. Cox was authorized to proceed with the project.

BALL PARK/BENEFITS:
Jerry Jensen was given approval to use Lions West Park for two benefit co-ed softball tournaments this summer, as follows:   June 7-9 and Aug 8-10.
CLOTHING ALLOWANCE:
The Governing Body further discussed the uniform/clothing allowance issue introduced at the December, 2007, regular meeting.   Stegman moved to authorize an annual clothing allowance of $125.00 for the City Shop and Power Plant employees.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.
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ICE STORM DAMAGE:
Superintendent Meyer reported City crews had been across town three times now, picking up limbs from the ice storm damage.  They had also cleaned up the city park but would need to do additional tree maintenance there when time permitted.  He said he would like to get to the cemetery by the end of the week, the damage being quite severe at that location.  He questioned whether the City should establish a cut-off date for curbside removal of limbs.   It was decided to place a notice in the paper establishing February 1st as the deadline.
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
