
Council Meeting                                                                                                                      February 13, 2006

Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present: Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Ron Mason.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  John Cyr, Kathie Crispin, Barb Rathbun, Stanley Walker, Amy Hawkinson, George Miller, Sharon Thompson.   
MINUTES:
Minutes of the January 9, 2006, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 06-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $45,048.74, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,861.99, leaving a net City payroll of $43,186.75.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $1,553.49, and unpaid invoices totaling $157,346.28.  (Included in the total was a commitment of funds for the Kansas Municipal Utilities (KMU) intervention case before the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) regarding the sale of Aquila’s Kansas Electric Network to Mid-Kansas Electric Company (MKEC.)  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, all said invoices in the amount of $158,899.77, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Twelve accounts, totaling $1,173.45, were on the list of delinquent utilities.
COC/TOURISM:
Kathie Crispin, Tourism Chairperson for the Lincoln Area Chamber of Commerce, provided information regarding the Tourism Committee’s marketing plan to attract visitors to the area.  Brochures, fans, and media advertisements were being planned at a cost estimated at $6,000.00 for printed materials and $3,000.00 for media advertising.  Local businesses, attractions and government agencies were being asked to provide funding support.  A marketing grant was also being applied for which would reimburse 40% of the project cost. Those funds could then be used to fund future tourism projects.  In order to further these goals, the City of Lincoln Center was asked to contribute $1,000.00.   Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, the request for funds was approved.
SALE OF REAL ESTATE:
John Cyr, North Central Regional Planning Commission, spoke to the Governing Body about the City’s ability to sell property partially obtained with EDA funding.  He said EDA’s primary concern was that the building not be sold under fair market value.  To that end, three certified appraisals of the property would be required.  That portion of the proceeds relating to the EDA involvement could then be used to finance another economic development project.   At 8:41 p.m. Stegman moved to recess into executive session for ten minutes to discuss the sale of real estate.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.  City Attorney Metz, Clerk Gourley, Superintendent Mason, John Cyr, and Stanley Walker were invited to remain.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:51 p.m.  Stegman moved to hire three certified appraisers to price the property in question.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 7:58 p.m. Ledet moved to recess into executive session for ten minutes for the purpose of discussing confidential data relating to financial affairs of second parties.   Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.  City Attorney Metz, City Clerk Gourley, City Superintendent Mason, George Miller, John Cyr, and Stanley Walker were invited to remain in executive session.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:08 p.m.  Stegman moved to authorize the expenditure of up to $100,000.00 to install electric and sewer utility services to the forty acre tract north of K-14, contingent upon participation by Lincoln County and appropriate financial documentation being provided by the prospective manufacturing company.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.

SEWER SYSTEM:
Superintendent Mason explained the circumstances surrounding a problem with a private sewer line which was affecting two customers in the northwest part of town.  Following discussion of options available, a motion  was  made  by  Florence, seconded  by Kingan, that  the City extend  the sewer  main  from  the  N. 7th 
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Street/W. Broome Street intersection north to a location just north of the underground utility flags located at the northwest corner of the intersection.  Motion carried.
HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery reported that Sallman Builders, LLC, had signed for and paid the deposit on Lot 9, in Block 1 of the Sheppard Subdivision.  He said he expected construction to begin as soon as the paperwork was completed.  Individual lot surveys were underway as approved at the last meeting.   Superintendent Mason made a recommendation regarding requirements for underground electric service in the Sheppard Subdivision.  There followed a motion by Florence, seconded by Morse, to require electric services to have 4/0 URD Aluminum Wire buried inside 3” conduit.   Motion carried.
MUTUAL AID PROGRAM:
There came on for consideration Resolution No. 06-01 entitled:  “A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING MEMBERSHIP OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS IN THE KANSAS MUNICIPAL ENERGY AGENCY’S MUTUAL AID PROGRAM AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF ALL DOCUMENTS RELATING TO THE CITY’S PARTICIPATION IN SAID MUTUAL AID PROGRAM.”  Stegman moved said Resolution be adopted.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried unanimously.

OFFICE PRINTER/COPIER:
Clerk Gourley advised that, due to the present machine being over 10 years old and having limited functions, she was investigating prices and options for purchase of a new copier/printer/fax machine for the City Clerk’s office.

PERSONNEL/RECEPTION:
Clerk Gourley reported a retirement reception honoring Clarence Von Fange was planned for February 24th from 2-4 p.m.

PERSONNEL/HOLIDAYS: 
Clerk Gourley asked that the Council consider adding Martin Luther King Day to the list of paid holidays for city employees.  She said the City was one of the few government offices remaining open on that day and with banks and post offices closed, limited business could be conducted.   There followed a motion by Ledet, seconded by Morse, that the City Personnel Policy be amended to include Martin Luther King Day, the 3rd Monday in January, as a paid holiday for City employees.  Motion carried.

BACKHOE MAINT.:
Superintendent Mason brought up the issue of extending the backhoe service contract.  No details were made available. 
WATER SYSTEM:
Superintendent Mason asked about making the City responsible for water service lines for two individual customers.  No decision was made.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
Information regarding the electric service to the new McReynolds/Baetz residence was provided by Superintendent Mason.  Ledet moved that the City pay for the 10 KVA transformer for that location.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.
MOWING EQUIPMENT:
With the increased mowing expected with the City-owned lots in the Sheppard Subdivision, Superintendent Mason suggested the City obtain a couple of additional pieces of mowing equipment.  The Governing Body authorized Mr. Mason to pursue the pricing of a new 52” cut and a 72” cut mower for presentation at the next meeting.

WATER WELLS:
It was reported by the Superintendent that Engineer Chris Cox expected to have the contractor back at work on the water well testing in the near future.

EAST BALL PARK:
Dan Metz reported the American Legion and Lions Club were planning a project to add red shale to the east ball diamond and expected to split the cost.  He asked if the City would have some equipment to assist with pulling the drag around the infield.
WELLNESS CENTER:
Sharon Thompson addressed the Governing Body regarding the opening of a wellness center on Lincoln Avenue.  She said the organizers were accepting donations of funds, labor, and equipment.
HORSESHOE PITS:
There was some discussion held regarding the condition of the horseshoe pits in the city park.
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ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn. Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:59 p.m.
