Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present: Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Ron Mason.
VISITORS:
Visitors in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:   Regina Vignery, Steve & Marion McReynolds, Galen & Carole Liggett, John Baetz.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the January 10, 2005, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 05-01, for January wages and salaries in the amount of $44,010.50, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,806.34, leaving a net City payroll of $42,204.16.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed, including prepaid invoices in the amount of $1,846.41, and unpaid invoices totaling $166,366.84.  (Included in the total was APAC-Kansas, Inc.’s Pay Estimate #1, in the amount of $24,892.74, for the Sheppard Housing Project.)  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, all said invoices in the amount of $168,213.25, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Seventy-seven accounts, totaling $8,902.91, were on the list of delinquent utilities.   Clerk Gourley fielded questions regarding certain accounts.
HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery reported on the work being done to respond to the numerous “free lot” inquiries received following the USA Today article last week.  The article examined and identified several Kansas communities, including Lincoln, which were attempting to attract new residents by means of land give-aways.  The City Clerk‘s Office and Lincoln County Economic Development Office had mailed approximately 100 packets to prospective residents from all parts of the country.   Clerk Gourley questioned whether, in addition to the standard packet of information, other inserts could be included.   Council had no objections but suggested all packets contain the same information, whether originating from City Hall or the Economic Development Office.   Suggestions for a “Welcome to Lincoln” event were presented and discussed.  It was felt this idea could be expanded upon if it became apparent that a number of prospective residents wanted to visit Lincoln.
PROPANE TANK PERMIT:
Following review of the application and location, Morse moved to issue a Permit to K-Cell Communications to maintain a 500 gallon propane tank at 700 S. 4th.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.
POOL IMPROVEMENTS:
Mayor Vignery presented a rough drawing of a proposal to concrete the area northeast of the swimming pool deck.  Replacement of the present concrete deck being underway, the additional area could be completed along with that project.  There followed a motion by Florence, seconded by Ledet, that the additional improvement be approved, with the fencing and curb to be relocated to encompass the new concrete area.  Motion carried.
SENIOR CENTER:
Documentation was received from the Lincoln Senior Center explaining the funding assistance necessary to its operation.  The additional mill levy recently passed by voters could result in additional funds for the Senior Center; however, the amount was uncertain.  Therefore, the City was encouraged to continue its annual contribution of $1,000.00.  Council agreed to the funding for the current year.
BUILDING NUMBERS:
Clerk Gourley relayed a request for the City to enforce City Code regarding the placement of numbers on buildings.  Emergency personnel, law enforcement officials, insurance adjusters, and others could more easily locate residences and businesses if the addresses were visible.  City Code Section 4-701 provides for the required numbering of buildings and Section 4-703 provides for the figures of each number to be not less than two inches and conspicuously place near the front door of the building.  It was suggested that a notice be placed in the local paper encouraging residents and businesses to comply with City Code.
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EASEMENTS:
Attorney Metz reported all waterline easements in conjunction with the Sheppard Housing Development had been executed by USD 298 and by the City of Lincoln Center and recorded with the Lincoln County Register of Deeds.

LAW ENFORCEMENT:
Councilmember Florence noted that it appeared the City was getting its 24/7 law enforcement coverage under Sheriff’s Black’s administration.  Others voiced similar favorable comments.

LIONS WEST PARK: 
Councilmember Stegman inquired as to the status of the field improvement at Lions West Ball Park.  Acquisition of shale material for the infield was discussed and will be further researched. 

ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn. Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
