Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:00 a.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to consider a proposal for pool drain replacement, discuss pool employment and other pool issues, and to review installation requirements for the new diesel storage tank at the power plant.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., D. Leon Kingan, Gwen Knight, and Arletta R. Morse.  Councilmember absent:  Joel Mahin.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Shari Pittenger, Jyll Phillips. 
POOL/VGB ACT:
An inspection report received from Carrothers Construction Company, LLC, Paola, KS, revealed the city swimming pool had two areas of noncompliance with the VGB Act.  As a result, a $25,470.00 proposal had been submitted to replace the baby pool drain box and grating with a VGB compliant grate over a “field fabricated” sump box, and to replace the main pool drain boxes with sump boxes, baffle plates and VGB compliant grates.  Professional engineering certification was included in the proposal.  Clerk Gourley reported the contractors would be unable to begin the work until the last week in May, and the job would take 2 weeks.  Superintendent Meyer said the city could forego painting the pool this year, leaving a target date to open the pool on June 8th.  Councilmember Knight asked how the City would bear the unexpected expense of the project, at the same time stressing how important the pool was to the community.  After further discussion, Crispin moved to approve and accept the proposal from Carrothers Construction, seconded by Kingan.  Motion carried.  

POOL EMPLOYMENT:
Clerk Gourley presented applications received for pool employment.  Most were returning employees. The Governing Body reviewed the applications and Shari Pittenger provided comments and recommendations.  There followed a motion by Morse, seconded by Knight, that Shari Pittenger and Sammi Wright be re-hired as co-managers, at $10.00 per hour;  Cassie Stivers (Benien), Kara Cavalli, Taylor Biggs, Rachel Meyer, and Molee Owens be re-hired as lifeguards, at $6.55 per hour; and Nicholas Ledet and Joshua Powell be hired as relief lifeguards, at $6.25 per hour.  In addition, Cassie Benien was designated as the assistant manager, to be paid $7.50 per hour when serving in that capacity.  Motion carried.  All employment was contingent upon the possession of appropriate lifeguard certifications.  It was also noted that Sammi Wright was planning to provide swimming lessons again, with sessions to be announced at a later date.
AST INSTALLATION:
Superintendent Meyer reported on the removal and replacement of the horizontal aboveground diesel fuel storage tank at the power plant.  Additional plumbing, valves and monitoring equipment would be necessary to complete the installation and connection to the plant facility.  Until approval of the new 25,000 gallon tank installation was received from the State Fire Marshal’s Office, the old upright tank would be kept in place. 
ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:25 a.m.
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
