Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to hear a water system report from Schwab-Eaton Engineer Chris Cox and to consider Change Order No. 2 for the Sheppard Subdivision Project.  Councilmembers present:  Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Councilmember absent:  Craig L. Ledet.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Superintendent Ron Mason and Water Plant Foreman Clarence Von Fange also present.
WATER SYSTEM:
Chris Cox, Schwab-Eaton P.A., presented a Preliminary Engineering Report on Water Supply Alternatives for the City.  The Report included four alternatives, as follows:  Alternate A – Install a new City well west of town.  Alternate B – Abandon Treatment Plant and blend existing supplies.  Alternate C – Construct a new ion exchange treatment plant for Woody and Tunnel wells and blend supplies.  Alternate D – Implement reverse osmosis treatment process for Woody and Tunnel wells and blend supplies.  He detailed the four proposals, explaining how they were evaluated, the pros and cons of each, costs associated with each, etc.  He said the quality of water in Lincoln was pretty good overall, comparing favorably with many communities in the region.  He also said the City had ample water rights to serve the present and future population, based on historic usage and assuming a modest population increase in the next 20 years.  Mr. Cox’s report continued over the next hour, followed by comments and questions.  There followed a recommendation by Mr. Cox that the City construct another well west of town, abandon and demolish the old water plant, and maintain the East Wells and associated water rights for a stand by water supply.

Councilmember Morse departed the meeting at 8:20 p.m.

HOUSING DEVELOP.:
APAC-Kansas, Inc’s Change Order No. 2, for changes to the Sheppard Subdivision Project, would increase the contract price by $17,054.50.  The changes were predominantly due to electrical improvements to the original plans considered necessary by the electrical contractor and Superintendent Mason.  Stegman moved to authorize Change Order No. 2.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Florence, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
