Lincoln County Emergency Services Building:

ROLL CALL:
The Governing Body of Lincoln Center attended a special meeting held at the Lincoln County Emergency Services Building, at 6:30 p.m., April 28, 2004.  The purpose of the meeting, called by the Lincoln County Commissioners, was to introduce plans to create a Lincoln County Capitalization Program. MOSQUITO CONTROL:
Lincoln County Health Nurse LaDonna Reinert distributed packets of briquettes to representatives of each City.  She said the briquettes, to be placed within cities where standing water exists, would kill mosquitoes in larva stages.
CAPITALIZATION PLAN:
Lincoln County Economic Development Director J. Stanley Walker spoke briefly about Resource Conservation and Development Districts, and the services of North Central Regional Planning Commission utilized by Lincoln County.


John Cyr, North Central Regional Planning Commission, gave background information regarding his organization, stating it was a function of local governments, available to be used by local governments.  He explained about the changing mindset from one of industrial development to one of entrepreneurial development and some of the things NCRPC was doing to understand and support that change.  

Mr. Cyr said the County Capitalization Program would provide for County-wide resources and project development. He said NCRPC had ways of finding the funds; however, local entities needed to provide the project needs.   Several comments and questions were fielded concerning the direction the County should be taking with regard to its future.
