Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Official present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Superintendent Ron Mason was also present. 
VISITORS:
In attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Amy Hawkinson, Mike and Carol Wise, George Miller. 
MINUTES:
Minutes of the April 10, 2006, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 06-04, for April wages and salaries in the amount of $39,827.83 was presented. Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,858.84, leaving a net City payroll of $37,968.99.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in April totaled $11,612.19.  A list of unpaid invoices received to date totaled $79,099.92. Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, all said invoices, in the amount of $90,712.11, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Fifteen  accounts, totaling $2,232.93, were on the list of delinquent utilities.
POOL PERSONNEL:
Five more applications were received for lifeguard positions at the municipal pool.  Stegman moved to hire returning guards David Hair and Elizabeth Flaherty at $6.75 per hour; returning guard Abbie McWhirter at $6.00 per hour; and new lifeguards, Lindsy Liggett and Cassee Benien at $5.40 per hour.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.

The Council revisited the decision to exclude pool personnel from pre-employment drug testing requirements.  It was suggested that either all or none of the seasonal employees should be exempted.  Following further discussion, Ledet moved to require pre-employment testing of all seasonal employees with no work be allowed until the employee had been tested.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried 4-1.


A manager’s list of pool equipment needs was reviewed and items approved for purchase.  Superintendent Mason said certain leaks had been fixed and paint for the pool should arrive tomorrow.  Pool opening day would be Memorial Day, May 29.

CITY PROPERTY USE:
Mike and Carol Wise addressed the Governing Body, requesting the City allow them to extend a privacy fence over City property.  The fence would be located behind their E. Park Street property and would extend approximately 150’ east and west.  They wished to place the fence at a location 50’ north of their north property line.  Superintendent Mason, having previously been contacted, had indicated no utility access problem would be created if the fence were to be installed.  Ledet made a motion to allow the request.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  It was understood that the fence would have to be removed if the City required the use of the property at some time in the future.       

PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL:
Councilmember Ledet made a motion to elect Glenn M. Stegman, President of the Council.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.

DEPOSITORIES/NEWSP:
Upon motion by Ledet, seconded by Kingan, the Midwest Community Bank and the Bank of Tescott were designated as Official Depositories for City funds.  Upon motion by Morse, seconded by Ledet, the Lincoln Sentinel-Republican was designated as the Official City Newspaper.

FRA TREASURER BOND:
Upon motion by Kingan, seconded by Morse, the bond for the Lincoln Firefighters Relief Association Treasurer was approved.

Stegman moved, Ledet seconded, that the Mayor’s Committee appointments be approved.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL:
Superintendent Mason made his recommendations for the Maintenance Worker position.  Thereafter, a motion was made by Florence, seconded by Ledet, to offer Cody Rathbun and Joe Pescador Maintenance Worker positions with the City, at a starting wage of $8.00 per hour.  Motion carried.


Clerk Gourley was authorized to take applications for a “half-time” Office Clerk position for the City Clerk’s Office.

CABLE FRANCHISE:
Clerk Gourley explained that the current cable television franchise holder was in the process of selling certain assets in Kansas and had requested a transfer of their franchise to the new owner.   Council decided to postpone action until City Attorney Metz had a chance to review the proposal.
HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery said he had met with a group of local individuals in an effort to further the development of housing in the Sheppard Subdivision.  George Miller, one of those involved in the effort, gave a short report on accomplishments so far.
WATER SYSTEM:
Superintendent Mason said there was little to report regarding the water well development.  He had a call in to Engineer Chris Cox to provide an update.
UTILITY BILLING;
Clerk Gourley explained that the utility billing system would soon be producing letter-type bills instead of the post card billing previously utilized.

SURPLUS EQUIPMENT:
Clerk Gourley reported the proceeds from the sale of the old copy machine and Heckendorn riding lawn mower at Vestal’s Auction Service.   She suggested the old fax machine be sold in the same manner.  There were no objections.

STREET REPAIRS:
Superintendent Mason reported the price of road oil for summer street jobs was more that double the price of the load last purchased.   For that reason, the number of blocks to be completed would be limited by the availability of additional funds.

TRAFFIC CONTROL:
Councilmember Ledet introduced discussion about the obstruction of view at certain intersections, specifically those at 6th & Lincoln and 3rd & Lincoln.  Traffic problems east of the new t-ball field were also reported.  Ledet said he would visit with Sheriff Black regarding these issues.
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FINANCE:
Councilmember Stegman asked about the transfer of funds between banks scheduled for the end of June this year.

CHAMBER BROCHURE:
George Miller, Chamber President, distributed copies of the Tourism Coalition Brochure for which the City had previously donated funds.
CEMETERY DIRECTORY: 
Some discussion was held about finding the location of cemetery streets and alleys.
 
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
