Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Superintendent Ron Mason was also present. 
VISITORS:
In attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  George Miller, Sheriff Russ Black.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the April 11, 2005, regular meeting and April 25, 2005, special meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 05-04, for April wages and salaries in the amount of $42,744.83, was presented. Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,723.09, leaving a net City payroll of $41,021.74.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in April, totaled $995.55.  A list of unpaid invoices received to date totaled $126,335.04.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, all said invoices, in the amount of $127,330.59, were approved for payment.
DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
Fifteen  accounts, totaling $1,792.15, were on the list of delinquent utilities.  Discussion was held with the City Attorney regarding bankruptcy filings.
CHAMBER DONATION:
Correspondence from the Lincoln Area Chamber of Commerce President indicated the Chamber’s desire to receive the old City Council conference table if the City was still willing to donate it to a local organization.  Upon motion by Ledet, seconded by Stegman, the donation was approved.
CITY HALL ENTRANCE:
Clerk Gourley said she was awaiting proposals from local contractors regarding repair of the window above the City Hall entrance.

OATHS OF OFFICE:
Clerk Gourley administered the oath of office to newly elected Mayor Del Vignery and Councilmembers Arletta R. Morse and D. Leon Kingan.
PRESIDENT OF COUNCIL:
Councilmember Ledet made a motion to elect Glenn M. Stegman, President of the Council.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.

DEPOSITORIES/NEWSP:
Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, the Midwest Community Bank and the Saline Valley Branch of the Bank of Tescott were designated as Official Depositories for City funds, and the Lincoln Sentinel-Republican was designated as the Official City Newspaper.

FRA TREASURER BOND:
Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, the bond for the Lincoln Firefighters Relief Association Treasurer was approved.

Florence moved, Stegman seconded, that the Mayor’s Committee appointments be approved.  Motion carried.
POOL PERSONNEL:
Clerk Gourley relayed information received from Pool Manager Shari Pittenger concerning personnel at the pool.  There followed a motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, that the pool manager be authorized to designate a guard to act as manager in her absence, and during that time, the designated guard be paid $7.50 per hour.  Motion carried.  Employment of David Hair as an additional pool lifeguard was also approved.
POOL MAINTENANCE:
Superintendent Mason reported on the status of the improvement project at the pool.  He said most of the concrete work was done and the fence installed.

PARK/CEM. PERSONNEL:
Superintendent Mason recommended the employment of one more Cemetery & Park Maintenance Worker for the summer.  Morse made a motion to hire Matt Eckhart, at $6.00 per hour.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.

PERSONNEL:
Discussion was held regarding the impact of the recent military activation of City Crew Foreman Jesse Meyer.  There followed a motion by Ledet, seconded by Morse, that applications be taken for Maintenance Worker positions.  Motion carried.  Morse then moved to receive applications until May 20th, to set the starting wage not to exceed $8.00 per hour, and to grant Superintendent Mason authority to hire up to two employees.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.
SIDEWALK USE/CHAMBER:
George Miller, President of the Lincoln Area Chamber of Commerce, advised the Governing Body that the Chamber had restarted its Saturday “Farmers’ Market” in a new location this year, that being on E. Lincoln Ave., from Marguerite’s Menagerie, east.  He said he had been made aware of the need to receive permission from the City to obstruct the public sidewalks or display wares.  He said the activity would not interfere with adjacent businesses.  A motion was made by Ledet, seconded by Kingan, to authorize the Chamber’s use of the public sidewalk as outlined by Miller.  Motion carried.  Mr. Miller also requested the Chamber be allowed to hang a banner announcing the Farmers Market from a street light pole and that the City assist in putting up the banner.  There were no objections voiced, providing Superintendent Mason could work the activity into the City’s schedule.

HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery and Clerk Gourley provided an update on the development of the Sheppard Subdivision property, including the progress of the improvements and the status of the various applications for free lots.

WATER SYSTEM:
A motion was made by Morse, seconded by Ledet, that the City enter into an agreement with Chris Cox, Schwab-Eaton, P.A., to pursue Alternate A, as outlined in his Preliminary Engineering Report on Water Supply Alternatives.  Motion carried.
AQUILA AGREEMENT:
A motion was made by Stegman, seconded by Morse, that the Mayor be authorized to execute an Agreement with Aquila, Inc., for the purchase of Incremental “Buy-Through” Energy.  Motion carried.
NUISANCES:
Clerk Gourley reported on the responses received after several notices were sent to property owners to abate various forms of health nuisances.  It was agreed that the City Attorney would follow through with issuing formal complaints against those not complying with the law.
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ANIMAL CONTROL:
The closing of the Lincoln Veterinary Clinic and its impact on the City’s animal control regulations were discussed.  Clerk Gourley advised, among other things, vaccinations, euthanasia and animal shelter inspections would no longer be readily available.  It was suggested that the fees associated with animal licensing and control be adjusted to more adequately reflect the costs involved.
MUNICIPAL COURT:
There being a widening difference between the county and city, a review of the fine schedule for municipal traffic violations and municipal court costs was suggested.
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Ledet moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
