Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 a.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to hold a public hearing regarding the City’s application for 2010 CDBG Special Allocation Project funding and to consider a multi-year plan to increase water rates.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., D. Leon Kingan, Gwen Knight, and Arletta R. Morse.   Councilmember absent:  Joel Mahin.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.  
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Kirk & Susan Wollesen, Doug McKinney, Mandy Fincham, and Stuart Porter.
CDBG PUBLIC HEARING:  
Mayor Stegman opened the public hearing to receive comments regarding an application for funding, under the 2010 CDBG Special Allocation program, to make improvements to the City’s water distribution system.  No public comments were received.
CDBG WATER SYS. IMPR.:
Schwab-Eaton Engineer Stuart Porter provided information regarding the scope of the improvements recommended, a map of the water mains to be included in the project (the worst of the 2” & 4” water mains needing replacement,) and a cost estimate for the project.


Mandy Fincham, NCRPC Community Development Specialist, provided documents to be signed and submitted with the CDBG Application, including a Statement of Assurances and Certification, a Disclosure Report, an Anti-displacement Plan, and a Resolution to authorize the application itself.  An Administration Agreement between the City of Lincoln Center and the North Central Regional Planning Commission was also presented.  Crispin move to adopt Resolution No. 10-05, “A RESOLUTION CERTIFYING LEGAL AUTHORITY AND AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR CDBG FROM THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE.”  
Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  The Mayor and City Clerk were authorized to execute all necessary documents associated with the project.

WATER RATES:
Stuart Porter discussed a plan to increase the City water rates over a period of 3 years beginning in July, 2010, as follows:  July 2010 – Base $12.00 (includes 200 cu.ft.,) $2.50 per 100 cu ft for all over 200.  In July 2011 – Base $14.00 (includes 200 cu.ft.,) $3.00 per 100 cu.ft. for all over 200.  In July 2012 – Base $16.00 (includes 200 cu.ft.,) $3.50 per 100 cu.ft. for all over 200.  The proposed plan would bring the City’s rates in line with the state-wide average.  Knight moved to accept the proposed plan, seconded by Crispin.  Following further discussion, the motion carried.

ENGINEER AGREEMENT:
Stuart Porter presented an Agreement for engineering services in connection with the 2010 CDBG Special Round grant project.  In the event the City was unsuccessful in its application for funding, the Agreement would be declared null and void.  There followed a motion by Knight, seconded by Crispin, to approve said Agreement, contingent upon the review and approval of legal counsel.  Motion carried.
PUBLIC COMMENT:
Kirk Wollesen asked questions about the water improvement project, specifically regarding the location of the mains and replacement of water service lines.
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ADJOURN:
There being no further business, Crispin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:02 a.m.
