Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to consider an amendment to the Law Enforcement Contract with Lincoln County. Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Joel Mahin, Arletta R. Morse, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:   Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Sheriff Russ Black, Undersheriff Les Richards, and County Commissioner Terry Finch.
LAW ENFORCEMENT:
Sheriff Black, Undersheriff Richards, and County Commissioner Finch addressed the need to increase the Law Enforcement Contract amount paid by the City.  They spoke of equipment needs, increases in fuel, insurance, and other factors besides wages and benefits contributing to the request.  Councilmembers debated how the additional funds could be acquired if an increase was to be granted.  After further discussion, Kingan moved to grant a 10% increase in the Law Enforcement Contract amount.  The motion died for lack of a second.  Morse moved to grant a 20% increase with no more than 4% being granted in ensuing years.  The motion died for lack of a second.  Ledet moved to grant a 15% increase with no automatic increase in future years.  Motion seconded by Stegman.  Upon call for a vote, the following voted in favor of the motion:  Ledet, Stegman, Mahin, and Kingan.  Morse abstained from voting.  The abstention counting on the prevailing side, the motion carried, 5-0.  
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
