Council Chambers:
ROLL CALL:
 
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 5:15 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to review and execute documents associated with the acquisition of real estate and a CDBG-R application for water system improvements.  Councilmembers present:  D. GABELMANN WELL
A Resolution was introduced, providing for the purchase of real estate and easements, both

permanent and temporary, to be utilized for access to the Gabelmann well field, for construction of a new water well, and for the continuing maintenance of three public water supply wells.  Copies of the Resolution had been provided to the Governing Body for review prior to the meeting.  There followed a motion by Morse, seconded by Kingan, to adopt said Resolution No. 09-03.  Motion carried.  John Gabelmann received and signed documents associated with the transfer of property and easements to the City. 
CDBG-R WELL PROJECT:
Sara Crangle, NCRPC, provided an update on the progress of the City’s application for CDBG-R funds to construct a new public water supply well.  She said the environmental review was not quite complete but was expected to be done within the time frame allowed.  The engineer’s estimate was still needed in order to complete the documents.  The City’s contribution, determined to be $99,850.00, was added to the applicant information.
CDBG-R RES. # 09-04:
Resolution No. 09-04 was presented, entitled “RESOLUTION CERTIFYING LEGAL AUTHORITY AND AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR THE CDBG-R FROM THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE.”  Morse moved to adopt Resolution 09-04.  Motion seconded by Knight, carried.  Mayor Stegman signed the several documents necessary for submission of the CDBG Recovery Act Application.

There being no further business, Kingan moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Knight, carried.  Council adjourned at 5:35 p.m.
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
