Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Councilmember absent:  Marion L. Florence.  Officials present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley, Attorney Daniel D. Metz.  Also present:  Superintendent Ron Mason.

VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Susan Crangle, George Miller.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the June 12, 2006, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 06-06, for June wages and salaries in the amount of $52,346.72, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,721.35, leaving a net City payroll of $50,625.37.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in June totaled $367.67 and unpaid invoices received to date totaled $149,292.50.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, all said invoices in the amount of $149,660.17, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of fifteen delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,256.52.  Councilmember Stegman questioned the status of liens on certain properties.
STREET VACATION:
Judy Schroeder had requested the City vacate two blocks of Herrick Street and two blocks of W. Center Street in the northwest part of town.  Superintendent Mason said there would be no problem with utility access if said streets were vacated.  City Attorney Metz advised he would draft the necessary ordinance for consideration at the next meeting.  An additional request to amend the Neighborhood Revitalization Plan to include the Schroeder property was presented; however, after due consideration, the request was denied. 
WATER WELLS:
Superintendent Mason reported on the results of the recently drilled test wells west of town.  Although results had been disappointing, a couple of them might be developed for use in conjunction with two of the present water wells.  He said he had asked the project engineer to attend the next council meeting to discuss options available.  It had been suggested that a geologist might be employed to research the best locations for drilling.  Mayor Vignery also reported on a well location near Vesper which could be investigated.
HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery said construction on the Sallman lot in the Sheppard Subdivision could begin in the next couple of weeks.
MUNICIPAL COURT:
City Attorney Metz presented an ordinance entitled “AN ORDINANCE REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 629 AND ESTABLISHING COSTS TO BE ASSESSED FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE IN THE MUNICIPAL COURT OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, PURSUANT TO CHARTER ORDINANCE NO. 5 OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS.”  Said ordinance would increase present municipal court costs to include the additional fees being assessed by the state for law enforcement training.   Stegman moved to pass said ordinance.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried, with the following vote:  Ayes:  Kingan, Ledet, Morse, Stegman.  Nays:  None.  The ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #662 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the official city newspaper. 
HEALTH INSURANCE:
Clerk Gourley provided details of the cost of the renewal proposed by the City’s current health insurance provider, Coventry Health Care of Kansas, and an alternate proposal from BlueCross BlueShield of Kansas.  She said the BlueCross BlueShield plan provided similar benefits for a lower price this year due, in large part, to the lower average age of the group.  Morse moved to contract with BlueCross BlueShield of Kansas, effective August 1, 2006, with the City contributing 100% of the premium for the employee and 90% of the additional premium for family coverage and providing a one-time open  enrollment for all  full -time employees.  Motion seconded by  Stegman, carried.  Upon 
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motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, Advance Insurance Company’s life and short term disability insurance plan was renewed, with premiums continuing to be paid by the City.
CITY HALL JANITOR:
Clerk Gourley presented 5 applications for the City Hall Janitor position.  Council reviewed the applications and a motion was made by Ledet, seconded by Kingan, that Patricia Winters be employed at a starting wage of $8.00 per hour.  Motion carried.  Councilmember Morse abstained from the vote.

2007 BUDGET:
A public hearing was set for August 14, 2006, at 8:00 p.m., for the purpose of hearing and answering comments regarding the proposed 2007 Budget.

PARK VANDALISM:
Two juveniles involved in damage to city park restroom facilities were granted the opportunity to perform community service in restitution for damages, at an equivalent rate of $5.00 per hour.  Parents of both juveniles had been contacted and had agreed to the terms.
FUEL TANK @ P PLANT:
Correspondence had been received from the United States Environmental Protection Agency regarding inspections of Above Ground Storage Tanks being conducted during June through December, 2006.  Due to its age and condition, Superintendent Mason asked about the possibility of replacing a diesel fuel tank at the power plant.  He said a new 30,000 gallon tank had been priced at $17,742.00.  He recommended a double-lined tank be acquired.  Following further discussion, Morse moved to authorize Superintendent Mason to purchase a double-lined vertical fuel tank.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.
SURPLUS PROPERTY:
Council voiced no objections to Superintendent Mason’s plans to inspect self-propelled sweepers at the State Surplus Property Center in Topeka.

MOSQUITO CONTROL:
Councilmember Ledet asked what plans were in place for spraying mosquitoes this year.

RESCUE SQUAD TRUCK:
Councilmember Kingan reported the Lincoln County Rescue Squad was applying for a grant for a new truck and, at some time in the future, the Lincoln City Fire Department might be asked to contribute a portion of the matching funds requirement.

RECREATION COMM.:
Councilmember Stegman suggested the City consider options for acquiring a full-time recreation director.  Attorney Metz said he would research the statutes regarding a joint City-School Recreation Commission.

ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
