Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:00 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to consider proposals for replacement of a damaged sewer main, to discuss needed repairs to material spreading equipment and to receive a request to barricade a portion of S. 5th Street for a block party. Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Councilmember absent:  Joel Mahin.  Officials present:   Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Mike Feldkamp, Chris Timson.

STREET USE:
Chris Timson requested approval to hold a block party on the street immediately west of Extra Innings Barbeque, from 8 p.m. to midnight on August 11, 2007.  She said that the idea surfaced as a result of comments made by wind tower project individuals about “something to do” in Lincoln.  She asked that the street be closed for the activity, from the alley south to Court Street, and that the City provide barricades for her to use to block the street.  She said she would have the barricades set up herself and would remove them when the event was concluded.  The party would be open to the public and cereal malt beverages would be dispensed and sold from the Extra Innings property.  City Attorney Metz had some concerns about setting a precedent for this type of activity unless it was associated with some community-wide festival or event.  On the other hand, welcoming visitors to the community was important, too.  It was noted that there was a co-ed softball tournament being held that weekend which usually brought a large number of visitors to town.  There followed a motion by Ledet, seconded by Stegman, that Mrs. Timson’s request be approved under the conditions previously stated.  Motion carried.  Mrs. Timson said she would make law enforcement aware of the situation. 
SEWER MAIN:
Three proposals had been received for the replacement of an above ground sanitary sewer main.  When asked for his opinion, Superintendent Meyer recommended the proposal from Stevens Contractors, LLC.  He cited two reasons for his recommendation:  the details provided on the proposal and past history of working with the contractor.  Following further discussion Ledet moved to accept the Stevens Contractors, LLC proposal in the amount of $37,930.00 plus 1% for performance and payment bond requirements.  Motion seconded by Morse.  Upon call for vote, the following voted in favor of the motion:  Ledet, Morse, and Stegman.  Kingan abstained from voting.  The abstention counting on the prevailing side, the motion carried, 4-0.

ROCK SPREADER:
Superintendent Meyer reported an engine problem had been discovered in the chip rock spreader, delaying the summer street work. He had investigated options for repairing or replacing the engine with a new or rebuilt engine.  After due consideration of the cost of those options, a motion was made by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to obtain a rebuilt engine from Rob Livengood, Field Service, Minneapolis, KS and have Mr. Livengood install it as soon as possible.  Motion carried.    
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:10 p.m.
