
Council Meeting                                                                                                         September 10, 2007

Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Joel Mahin, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Councilmember absent:  Arletta R. Morse.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  George Miller, Amy Hawkinson.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the August 13, 2007, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 07-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $46,165.55, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $2,036.11, leaving a net City payroll of $44,129.44.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $18,914.03.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $68,682.82.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Mahin, all said invoices in the amount of $87,596.85, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nine delinquent utility accounts totaling $1,045.98.
WATER SUPPLY:
Mayor Vignery reported the well driller had been here last week and wasn’t able to do any work due to issues with the property owners.  The driller was expected to return this week, hopefully to start putting down 3 more test wells. 
CITY HALL PARKING:
Discussion of sidewalk versus parking on the west side of City Hall resulted in a motion by Kingan to replace the sidewalk.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.   Kingan also suggested removal of the locust tree on the corner.  Objections were raised and it was decided to leave the tree at this time.
POST ROCK FESTIVAL: 
The Lincoln Area Chamber of Commerce requested funds in the amount of $400.00 to allay costs of the recently held Post Rock Festival.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, said request was granted.  A letter from the Chamber’s Post Rock Steering Committee had also been received, expressing thanks for all the assistance and cooperation of City crews before and during the Post Rock Festival. 
GAAP WAIVER RES. 07-05:
There came on for consideration Resolution No. 07-05, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP.”  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2007.  Stegman moved to adopt said Resolution.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.
PORT AUTHORITY:
Mayor Vignery appointed Jamie Winegar to fill a vacant position on the Lincoln Port Authority.  Ledet moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.  There had also been concerns raised regarding the Port Authority’s liability insurance coverage.  Attorney Metz said he had been given a copy of the policy and would review whether protections provided were adequate for the City.

PERSONNEL:
Clerk Gourley provided a six-month evaluation of Office Clerk Cindy Heina and recommended she be granted the customary pay increase for successfully completing her initial training. There followed a motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, that Cindy Heina be granted a $.50 per hour wage increase and the benefits associated with a “half-time” employee, effective with the September, 2007, payroll.  Motion carried. 
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US TOWER PROPERTY:
Attorney Metz reviewed a Real Estate Contract for sale of the US Tower property to Bruce Kopitar.  He said the provisions of the original draft which had caused him concern had been addressed and a new closing date of October 1, 2007 proposed.  Stegman moved to authorize the Mayor and Clerk to execute said Contract on behalf of the City.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.  Mr. Kopitar had also asked the City Council to consider selling additional ground to the west, part of the Industrial Park property.   The Council did not feel inclined to consider that request at this time.
KANCAP ED PROGRAM:
An invitation had been extended from the Kansas Department of Health and Environment, Bureau of Water, for the Governing Body to participate in the KanCap Education Program.  KanCap provides the managerial, financial and technical information boards and councils need to know in order to stay in compliance with drinking water regulations.   Clerk Gourley advised there were three sessions being held in Barnard in October if any City Officials wished to attend. 
EMPLOYEE DINNER:
The annual city employee appreciation dinner was set for December 6, 2007, at 6:30 p.m., to be held at the Lincoln County Safety Center.
STREET REPAIRS:
Superintendent Meyer reported the chip spreader repairs had been delayed waiting on parts.  It was expected the parts would be in by next week.


Some discussion was held regarding the practice of residents allowing grass clippings to be sprayed into the City’s streets, clogging the gutters.

UTILITY POLE:
Mayor Vignery and Superintendent Meyer mentioned an alley location where a dilapidated shed was leaning towards a utility pole.

POST ROCK FESTIVAL:    
Councilmember Ledet commended the City crew for an excellent job assisting with the Post Rock Festival.
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
