Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Arletta R. Morse, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Councilmember absent:  Craig L. Ledet.  Officials present:  Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Ron Mason.

VISITORS: 
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Amy Hawkinson.  
MINUTES:
Minutes of the August 14, 2006, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 06-08, for August wages and salaries in the amount of $52,932.34 was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,825.05, leaving a net City payroll of $51,107.29.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in August totaled $312.19.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $163,968.99.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, all said invoices in the amount of $164,281.18, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCNTS.:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of fifteen delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,497.48.
P ROCK APTS PARKING:
Additional information was provided regarding the cost to install eight angle parking spaces on the west side of South 4th Street.  It was decided to wait to see if the resurfacing of the east parking lot of the Post Rock Apartments building would alleviate the problem.
WATER SUPPLY:
Superintendent Mason and Mayor Vignery reported on discussions with Engineer Chris Cox regarding the services of a geologist in the City’s water well search.  Engineer Cox had just forwarded paperwork to the geologist last week.  Superintendent Mason said he would still recommend the utilization of two new wells in the same vicinity alternating with the two Gabelmann wells.  He also reported the water levels had improved slightly with recent rains but conservation measures needed to be maintained.

Mayor Vignery provided information regarding meetings held with Post Rock Rural Water District.  The meetings were being held to determine if it would be advantageous for local communities to join with the Rural Water District to obtain water rights at Kanopolis Lake.  The Governing Body was reminded of the informational meeting regarding water rights being held at the Farm Bureau Hall on September 20, 2006.

HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Mayor Vignery advised the first home was being constructed on the Sheppard Subdivision and another would be started in the near future.  
GAAP WAIVER RES. 06-07:
There came on for consideration Resolution No. 06-07, entitled “A RESOLUTION BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, CONCERNING THE FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, WAIVING GAAP.”  Said Resolution waives the requirements of K.S.A. 75-1120a (a) regarding the financial statements and reporting for the year ending 2006.  Stegman moved to adopt said Resolution.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.
EMERGENCY TRAINING:
The Governing Body and Staff were reminded of the Emergency Preparedness Training being sponsored by Lincoln County on October 9th.  All City Officials and Employees were invited to attend.
EMPLOYEE DINNER:
The annual city employee appreciation dinner was set for December 7, 2006, at 6:30 p.m., to be held at the Lincoln County Safety Center.
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CHEV TRUCK:
Superintendent Mason requested and received approval to purchase a used engine for the 1975 Chevy Dump Truck.

VFW FLAGS:
Mayor Vignery relayed a VFW request to leave the American flags displayed at all times in the business district and for the City to raise the flag holders on the poles.  Following discussion Council did not approve the request.

PARK/CEMETERY:
Mayor Vignery introduced several topics, including the possibility of constructing a skateboard park and installing white fencing around the cemetery.

WEED CONTROL:
It was noted that numerous locations were becoming overgrown with weeds following the recent rains.  Mayor Vignery said he had volunteered the City to mow the lot on E. Yauger Street which was being given to Lincoln County Development.

STREET LIGHT POLES:
Councilmember Florence asked about painting the street light poles. 
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
