Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Joel Mahin, Arletta R. Morse, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley, Attorney Daniel D. Metz.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Larry L. Douglas, Amy Hawkinson.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the September 10, 2007, regular meeting were approved as written.
PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 07-09, for September wages and salaries in the amount of $44,095.56 was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $2,002.55, leaving a net City payroll of $42,093.01.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Mahin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in September totaled $133,852.53.  Unpaid invoices received to date totaled $180,308.51.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, all invoices, in the amount of $314,161.04, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of thirteen delinquent utility accounts totaling $2,110.37.

SOLID WASTE:
An “Agreement Providing for Solid Waste Collection and Disposal” between the Lincoln County Board of Commissioners and the City of Lincoln Center was presented.  Said Agreement would renew the five-year term of the current Agreement, effective January 1, 2008.  Stegman moved to approve and adopt the Agreement, seconded by Mahin.  Motion carried.
WATER SYSTEM:
Mayor Vignery advised Geologist Bob Vincent was to provide a written report on results of the recent test drilling for water west of town.  Although that report had not been completed, he did make a verbal recommendation that the City should relocate the western well further west and leave the east one where it is.  Mr. Vincent indicated he would make contact with Engineer Chris Cox to proceed with the next step.

ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
Clerk Gourley reported that the Interconnection and Local Delivery Service Agreement with Mid-Kansas Electric Company, LLC, was still in the draft stages; however, it was expected to be completed soon.  The present Contract under which the City purchases energy expires this year.  
2006 AUDIT REPORT:
Larry L. Douglas, C.P.A., presented City of Lincoln Center Special Financial Statements for the year ending December 31, 2006.  This set of statements indicated the City’s compliance with budget and cash basis laws of the state.   He also encouraged the Governing Body to increase its oversight of the Lincoln Port Authority accounting, suggesting quarterly reports might prove advantageous.  Stegman moved to accept the Audit as presented.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.  Mr. Douglas also reviewed the Financial Statements for the Enterprise Funds for the year ending December 31, 2006.  He said those funds retained healthy balances despite operating losses in two of them.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
Regarding the Interconnection Standards for Parallel Installation and Operation of Customer-Owned Electric Generating Facilities, City Attorney Metz advised he would do further research and have an ordinance drafted for consideration at the next meeting.

PORT AUTH. INSURANCE:
Attorney Metz explained that, after reviewing the contents of the policy with the provider, he had determined that the Port Authority Liability Insurance was adequate.

POWER PLANT ENGINES:
Superintendent Meyer requested and received authorization to contact the appropriate party to provide an examination of two Superior engines to determine why they were not presently operational with natural gas.
STREET REPAIRS:
Councilmembers commended the City Crew for the recent chip-sealing work on the streets.
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ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
