Council Chambers:
ROLL CALL:
 
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 2:00 p.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to open bids and award a contract for the City’s Water Supply Improvement Project.  Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Gwen Knight, Joel Mahin, and Arletta R. Morse.  Councilmember absent:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr.  Official present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley.  Also present:  Superintendent Jesse C. Meyer.
VISITORS:
Others in attendance for all or portions of the meeting:  Stuart Porter, Doug McKinney, Mike Street, Loren Thomas, and Larry Mart. 
WATER IMPR. PROJ.:
Project Engineer Stuart Porter introduced himself and proceeded to open, inspect, and read the following three bids for Water Supply Improvements:  R & R Street Plumbing. Lincoln, KS - $169,085.00; Mid Kansas Underground, Inc., Manhattan/Salina, KS - $139,960.00;  Clark Well & Equipment, Great Bend, KS - $179,525.00.  He also opened and revealed the engineer’s estimate of $152,200.00.  Following a brief further inspection of the bid documents, Mr. Porter announced that Mid Kansas Underground, Inc. was the low bidder for the project with a Total Bid price of $139,960.00.  He recommended that the project be awarded to Mid Kansas Underground, Inc, subject to verification that they were in good standing with the State of Kansas.  Morse moved to accept the Engineer’s recommendation, seconded by Knight.  Motion carried.  A “Notice of Award” to Mid Kansas Underground, Inc. was signed by Mayor Stegman.

Mr. Porter reminded the Governing Body that Groundwater Associates’ fees in connection with this project were above and beyond the Engineering Contract with Schwab-Eaton, P.A.

There being no further business, Kingan moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 2:25 p.m.
