Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in regular session at 7:30 p.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:  Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:  Clerk Rose M. Gourley, Attorney Daniel D. Metz.  Also present:  Superintendent Ron Mason.

VISITORS:
Others in attendance for portions of the meeting:  Lance Boyd, Mike Schmaderer, Jeff Campbell, Amy Hawkinson, Norman Mannel, and Jesse Meyer.    
MINUTES:
Minutes of the November 13, 2006, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 06-11, for November wages and salaries in the amount of $44,030.16, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,824.72, leaving a net City payroll of $42,205.44.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  Invoices prepaid in November, totaled $11,246.53.  Unpaid invoices received to date, totaled $120,423.23.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, all said invoices in the amount of $131,669.76, were approved for payment.

DELINQ. ACCOUNTS:
The Governing Body reviewed a list of nine delinquent utility accounts totaling $1,663.36.  Councilmember Ledet questioned why there was still a governmental agency present on the list.  Clerk Gourley advised there had been problems with the electronic funds transfer ever since the City switched checking accounts in the summer.
WATER WELLS:
Correspondence from Schwab-Eaton Engineer Chris Cox provided an overview of the status of the City’s search for new water wells.  Mr. Cox’s conversations with Bob Vincent, Groundwater Associates, indicated Mr. Vincent would be available in late January and beyond to further the development of the area he had found promising.
ELECTRIC SYSTEM:
Lance Boyd, Kansas Municipal Energy Agency (KMEA,) gave a presentation regarding the Southwest Power Pool’s (SPP) metering requirements.  (Kansas is located within the 8-state region of energy transmission controlled by SPP.) He said KMEA would be working with the Aquila cities and Sunflower Electric to create an Energy Management Project (EMP 2) similar to that which had been created with several eastern Kansas cities (EMP 1.)  He explained that completion of the metering project would result in “real-time” energy capacity and load data being available to everyone in the network.  Two consultant firms had been hired, Blakely and Associates and Mid-States Energy Works, Inc., to investigate the present locations and metering needs of the various cities’ generating plants.  A site visit had already occurred in Lincoln.  It was anticipated that the cost of the site visit would be $4500.00, plus travel expenses, expected to be approximately $400.00.  Eventually, in order to meet the SPP requirements, all cities would be equipped with electronic meters, and the appropriate telecommunications hardware and software. The Aquila Cities would operate as a pool and have individual web-based remote stations and KMEA would maintain the web-based master station.  The deadline for completion of the project is October, 2007.
RESOLUTION #06-10:
Mr. Boyd also recommended that the municipals invest in a coal-fired energy base load for the future.  Resolution No. 06-10, entitled “A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF THE SUNFLOWER ELECTRIC POWER CORPORATION APPLICATION FOR A PREVENTION OF SIGNIFICANT DETERIORATION CONSTRUCTION PERMIT FOR THE HOLCOMB STATION PROJECT,” was introduced.  Said Resolution would support the construction of three coal-based power plants in western Kansas.  Stegman moved to adopt Resolution No. 06-10.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.
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SRTS PROGRAM:
Provisions of an Agreement with the Kansas Department of Transportation, regarding the Safe Routes to Schools Program, were reviewed.  Stegman moved to approve said Agreement and authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to execute it on behalf of the City.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.     
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 8:10 p.m., Councilmember Stegman made a motion to go into executive session for 15 minutes, for the purpose of discussing matters related to non-elected personnel, inviting the City Attorney, City Superintendent, and City Maintenance Foreman to remain.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.  The Governing Body returned to regular session at 8:25 p.m.   
PERSONNEL/WAGES:
A motion was made by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, to authorize the following wage and salary adjustments, effective with the January, 2007 payroll:  1) increases of $.25 per hour for power plant employees Jeff Campbell, Rick Verbeek, and Robert Zachgo; $.20 per hour for maintenance worker Mike Hansen, and $.60 per hour for head lineman Robert Thompson, with the foregoing increases to be implemented prior to any cost of living adjustment.  2)  4% cost-of-living increases for all full-time and part-time hourly employees, including those in training, and full-time salaried employees.  3)  an increase of $3.00 per hour for Jesse Meyer upon assumption of the City Superintendent position, converted to monthly salary.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried. 

TRAFFIC ORD. #664:
City Attorney Metz presented an ordinance entitled “AN ORDINANCE REGULATING TRAFFIC WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER., KANSAS; INCORPORATING BY REFERENCE THE ‘STANDARD TRAFFIC ORDINANCE FOR KANSAS CITIES,’ EDITION OF 2006, WITH ADDITIONS PERTAINING TO CARELESS DRIVING AND MOTORIZED VEHICLES; PROVIDING CERTAIN PENALTIES AND REPEALING ARTICLE 1, SECTION 14-101 AND 14-102 AND ARTICLE 2, SECTION 14-205 (ORDINANCE NO. 660 DATED August 8, 2005) OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER AND SUBSTITUTING THEREFORE AS ARTICLE 1, NEW SECTIONS 14-101 THROUGH 14-104.”  Said ordinance would incorporate the latest edition of the book form of the Standard Traffic Ordinance published by the League of Kansas Municipalities and add provisions regarding careless driving and recently discussed prohibitions on motorized skateboards, scooters, go-carts, golf carts, and ATV’s.  Florence moved to pass said ordinance.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried, with the following vote:  Ayes:  Florence, Kingan, Ledet, Morse, Stegman.  Nays:  None.  The ordinance was declared passed, was approved and signed by the Mayor, assigned #664 by the City Clerk, and ordered to be published once in the official city newspaper.

YEAR END MEETING:
The year-end City Council meeting was set for December 29, 2006, at 7:30 a.m.
COMPUTER EQUIPMENT:
Clerk Gourley provided a proposal from Computer Information Concepts (CIC) for the installation and configuration of three new computers and one new server for the City office. The present Gateway computers and server were over 5 years old.  She said her office was scheduled for a software conversion in February, and the software provider had indicated the new computers, equipped with additional memory and disk space, would enable the more efficient operation of multiple software applications.  Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, the CIC proposal, in the amount of $8580.48, was accepted.

KDOT PROPERTY:
Mayor Vignery relayed information regarding acquisition of the KDOT property east of the Lincoln Cemetery.  Stegman made a motion that, providing there was no charge, the City of Lincoln would accept said property from the State of Kansas.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.

POOL FEES:
Councilmember Ledet said he had heard numerous comments in opposition to the idea of swimming pool admissions being funded by a surcharge to city water customers.

EQUIPMENT TIRES:
Councilmember Morse asked about the condition of the tires on some of the city’s equipment.

CHRISTMAS PARADE:
Councilmember Florence thanked the City employees for assistance with the lighted Christmas parade.
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HOUSING DEVELOPMENT:
Councilmember Stegman asked about street lighting in the new Sheppard Housing Development.  Del Vignery asked about requirements for the placement of sidewalks. 
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
