Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 a.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to conduct year-end business and discuss economic development matters.  Councilmembers present:  D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Joel Mahin, and Glenn M. Stegman.  Councilmember absent:  Arletta R. Morse.  Officials present:   Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 10, 2007, regular meeting, were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 07-12, for December wages and salaries in the amount of $50,250.31, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $2,094.23, leaving a net City payroll of $48,156.08.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
A list of December Accounts Payable to date, containing invoices in the amount of $119,582.01, was presented and reviewed. Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Mahin, all said invoices were approved for payment.

BEER LICENSES:
Applications for renewal of Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses had been received from K K Smith, Inc., d/b/a Lincoln Grocery; Carla C. Timson, d/b/a/ Extra Innings Barbeque; and Pizza Hut of Osborne, Inc.  All applications were accompanied by the appropriate fees.  Stegman moved to issue 2008 Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses to all said applicants.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.

TRANSFER FUNDS:
A motion was made by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to transfer $40,000.00 from the General Fund to the Special Equipment Fund.  Motion carried.
ROCK PURCHASE:
A motion was made by Mahin, seconded by Ledet, to purchase 1500 ton of 1/2” chip rock from APAC Kansas, Inc. at a cost of $19.90 per ton ($29,850.00,) and to approve the delivery charges proposed by CB Trucking at $40.00 per load ($2400.00.)  Motion carried.
ECON. DEVELOPMENT:
Stanley Walker, Lincoln County Economic Development Foundation Director, and Doug Lebien, Lebien Seeding and Fencing, spoke to the City Council regarding the business development project introduced at the last meeting.  They said time was of the essence in getting the project underway because, in order to make application for a tax exemption, the facility would need to be completed and in use for the exempt purpose.  With the application expected to be submitted in the spring of 2008, construction of the 7200 sq.ft. warehouse, office, and storage facility would need to be undertaken as soon as possible.  An exterior picture of the proposed building was provided.  Mr. Lebien was seeking ownership of ground in the City’s Industrial Park in which to locate his building. City Attorney Metz advised precedents had been set for municipalities to provide public land, at no cost, if necessary, in exchange for business development benefiting the community. 

Mr. Walker explained that a fully-developed plan was in place, and Mr. Lebien had an established business proven over many years.  It was expected that at least two jobs would be created. A proposed layout of the Industrial Park, dividing the acreage into 5 tracts, indicated the tract to be provided to Mr. Lebien.  He said the subdivision would require a survey to be completed; however, that action would also benefit future development.  He suggested future requests for land should be received on a case-by-case basis.
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The City Council reviewed a list of determinations provided by Mr. Walker.  Thereafter, Stegman made a motion that, in consideration of the benefits proposed, and following a survey of the Industrial Park land, the City transfer a tract of ground in the Industrial Park (Parcel 2) to Doug Lebien, reserving a future right of first refusal in the event Mr. Lebien attempted to sell the property.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.  In addition, the Council agreed that it would support a property tax exemption for the project.
ICE/SNOW STORMS:
In consideration of the dedication and hard work of employees following the recent major ice storm and subsequent snow storms, Mayor Vignery asked the Council to approve payment of ½ of the cost of providing 13 City employees with a steak meal at the VFW’s next “Steak Night.”  He said Mity Mart would pay the other ½.  Ledet moved to approve the request.  Motion seconded by Stegman, carried.
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Mahin, carried.  Council adjourned at 8:25 a.m.
