Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 a.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to conduct year-end business. Councilmembers present:   Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Official present:   Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 11, 2006, regular meeting, were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 06-12, for December wages and salaries in the amount of $44,053.26, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,898.72, leaving a net City payroll of $42,154.54.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
A list of December Accounts Payable to date, containing invoices in the amount of $31,302.05, was presented and reviewed. Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, all said invoices were approved for payment.

BEER LICENSES:
Applications for renewal of Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses had been received from K K Smith, Inc., d/b/a Lincoln Grocery; Carla C. Timson, d/b/a/ Extra Innings Barbeque; and Pizza Hut of Osborne, Inc.  All applications were accompanied by the appropriate fees.  Stegman moved to issue 2007 Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses to all said applicants.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.

TRANSFER FUNDS:
A motion was made by Morse, seconded by Florence, to transfer $50,000.00 from the General Fund to the Special Equipment Fund.  Motion carried.
LIBRARY APPT.:
Mayor Vignery appointed Debbie Babcock to fill an unexpired position on the Lincoln Carnegie Library Board.  Stegman moved to confirm the Mayor’s appointment.  Motion seconded by Ledet, carried.
PERSONNEL:
Clerk Gourley reviewed the annual performance evaluation of Deputy City Clerk Heather Simms.  There followed a motion by Ledet, seconded by Morse, that, effective with the January 2007 payroll, Heather Simms be granted an hourly wage increase of  $.25, with said increase to be implemented prior to the COLA increase granted at the last meeting.  Motion carried.

LEADERSHIP: 
Councilmember Ledet reported the Lincoln Leadership Class would be having a local government session on January 18th and invited members of the City Governing Body to attend.   
ECON.  DEVELOPMENT: 
The Governing Body placed their signatures on an endorsement of the Wind Energy Project being developed in southern Lincoln County.

There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:40 a.m.
