Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 a.m. with Mayor Del Vignery presiding.  Councilmembers present:   Marion L. Florence, D. Leon Kingan, Craig L. Ledet, Arletta R. Morse, Glenn M. Stegman.  Officials present:   Attorney Daniel D. Metz, Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 12, 2005, regular meeting, were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 05-12, for December wages and salaries in the amount of $41,207.39, was presented.  Included in the total was the reimbursed Library payroll totaling $1,503.16, leaving a net City payroll of $39,704.23.  A motion by Stegman, seconded by Morse, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
A list of December Accounts Payable to date, containing invoices in the amount of $23,596.56, was presented and reviewed. Upon motion by Stegman, seconded by Ledet, all said invoices were approved for payment.

BEER LICENSES:
Applications for renewal of Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses had been received from K K Smith, Inc., d/b/a Lincoln Grocery; Carla C. Timson, d/b/a/ Extra Innings Barbeque; and Pizza Hut of Osborne, Inc.  All applications were accompanied by the appropriate fees.  Stegman moved to issue 2006 Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses to all said applicants.  Motion seconded by Kingan, carried.

TRANSFER FUNDS:
A motion was made by Stegman, seconded by Kingan, to transfer $50,000.00 from the General Fund to the Special Equipment Fund.  Motion carried.
DRUG TESTING POLICY:
The City Council approved an implementation date of January 3, 2006, for the City’s Substance Abuse Policy.   Clerk Gourley asked for Governing Body determination of the City policy regarding positive test results.  Discussion followed.  Stegman moved to allow an employee to receive “second chance” employment, providing the employee successfully completes the evaluation/rehabilitation program prescribed by the Substance Abuse Professional, receives a verified negative result on a return-to-duty test, and pays all expenses associated with the follow-up programs and testing.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.
ECON.  DEVELOPMENT:   
The City Council reviewed a Business Relocation Proposal from the Lincoln County Economic Development Foundation to Mai McBride & Associates, Miami, Fla.  The proposal provided for certain incentives to be provided by the City of Lincoln Center, including a 2 acre site within the Industrial Park, free infrastructure without future special assessments, and City issued IRB financing.  Following discussion, a motion was made by Stegman that, to the extent possible, the City cooperate with and endorse the Economic Development Foundation’s efforts in pursuing the new manufacturing business.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried. 
ADJOURNMENT:
There being no further business, Stegman moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:55 a.m.
