Council Chambers:

ROLL CALL:
The City Council of Lincoln Center convened in special session at 7:30 a.m. with Mayor Glenn M. Stegman presiding.  The purpose of the meeting was to conduct year-end business.  Councilmembers present:  Jack D. Crispin, Jr., Gwen Knight, D. Leon Kingan, Joel Mahin, and Arletta R. Morse. Officials present:   Attorney Daniel D. Metz and Clerk Rose M. Gourley.
MINUTES:
Minutes of the December 8, 2008, regular meeting were approved as written.

PAYROLL VOUCHER:
Payroll Voucher No. 08-12, for December wages and salaries in the amount of $45,730.32, was presented.  A motion by Kingan, seconded by Mahin, to approve said Payroll Voucher, carried.

ACCOUNTS PAYABLE:
Two Accounts Payable lists were reviewed.  One contained prepaid December accounts payable in the amount of $75,871.49, and the other contained unpaid December accounts payable to date totaling $119,384.16. Upon motion by Mahin, seconded by Morse, all said invoices, in the amount of $195,255.65, were approved for payment.

BEER LICENSES:
Applications for renewal of Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses had been received from K K Smith, Inc., d/b/a Lincoln Grocery; and Pizza Hut of Osborne, Inc.  Both applications were accompanied by the appropriate fees.   Morse moved to issue 2009 Cereal Malt Beverage Licenses to all said applicants.  Motion seconded by Crispin, carried.

TRANSFER FUNDS:
A motion was made by Crispin, seconded by Kingan, to transfer $30,000.00 from the General Fund to the Special Equipment Fund.  Motion carried.
2008 AUDIT PROPOSAL:
A proposal for audit services for the year ending December 31, 2008 was received from David A. O’Dell, CPA, LLC, McPherson, KS.  The terms of the proposal indicated a fee range of $7600 to $9200.  Clerk Gourley reported that, assuming approval of said proposal, the lower figure of $7600 should be encumbered for 2008.  Additional fees, if any, would come out of the 2009 Budget.  Following a short discussion, Mahin moved to approve the proposal submitted by Mr. O’Dell.  Motion seconded by Knight, carried.

There being no further business, Mahin moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Morse, carried.  Council adjourned at 7:35 a.m.
