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ORDINANCE NO.   654
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 553, SECTION 6 AND CORRESPONDING SECTION 7-204 OF ARTICLE 2 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF  LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, PERTAINING TO OPEN BURNING ON PUBLIC OR PRIVATE PROPERTY WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, PROHIBITING CERTAIN ACTS AND PROVIDING FOR PERMITS RELATING THERETO.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS:
SECTION 1.  Section 6 of the Ordinance No. 553 and corresponding Code Section 7-204 of Article 2 of the City of Lincoln Center is amended as follows:
SECTION 2.  From and after the effective date of this ordinance no person shall kindle or maintain any rubbish, trash, grass or other fire on public or private property unless such person has obtained a permit from the governing body to do so in accordance with the procedure established by the governing body for the issuance of such permits.   All applications for burning permits shall first be submitted by the applicant to the city fire chief for approval and/or for such conditions or restrictions as may be imposed by the fire chief.   All permits shall also require that the person seeking the burning permit notify the Lincoln County Sheriff’s Office before proceeding with such authorized burning activity.
SECTION 3.   Section 6 of Ordinance No. 553 and corresponding Code Section 7-204 of the City Code are hereby repealed.

SECTION 4.   This ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its publication in the official city paper on January 6, 2005.
