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Ordinance No. 681
AN  ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF A TEMPORARY PERMIT 
FOR THE SALE OF CEREAL MALT BEVERAGES WITHIN
THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS: 


SECTION 1.  The Governing Body may, upon proper application, issue a temporary permit for the sale of cereal malt beverages.   Any such application for a temporary permit shall be made to the City Clerk and shall provide the following information:

1.   The name of the Applicant.


2.   The group for which the event is planned.


3.   The location of the event.


4.   The date and time of the event.


5.   Any anticipated need for police, fire, or other municipal service.


Upon receipt of such Application accompanied by a permit fee of $ 25.00_, the Governing Body may authorize the issuance of such temporary permit notwithstanding location restrictions as provided for within Section 3-206 of Article 2, Chapter III, of the Code of the City of Lincoln Center, Kansas.  All other provisions and regulations found within said Chapter III, Article 2, of said Code, applicable to the sale of cereal malt beverages which are not inconsistent with this ordinance shall be applicable to such permit.


SECTION 2.   This ordinance shall take effect upon its passage and publication in the official City newspaper and shall be designated as Section 3-218 of Chapter III, Article 2 of the Code of the City of Lincoln Center, Kansas.
