ORDINANCE NO. 667
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE APPLICATION, INSTALLATION AND OPERATION OF CUSTOMER-OWNED ELECTRIC GENERATING FACILITIES WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS, AND WITHIN THE AREA OR AREAS SERVED BY THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER AS A PUBLICLY OWNED ELECTRIC UTILITY; SETTING FORTH AND INCORPORATING BY REFERENCE TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS AND PROVIDING FOR APPLICATION, INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT, CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION AND NATIONAL CERTIFICATION CODES AND STANDARDS; AND PROVIDING FOR PAYMENT OF INTERCONNECTION COSTS.
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS:


SECTION 1.   The City of Lincoln Center (City) is a publicly owned electric utility which is engaged in the retail sale of electricity in the State of Kansas.


SECTION 2.   The City recognizes the importance of development and advancement of existing and alternative electric power generating sources.  


SECTION 3.   The City, without limiting or altering its statutory and legal authority as a Kansas municipal utility, desires to adopt and place in effect standards and controls for interconnection, installation and operation of customer owned electric generating facilities within the City and within the City’s electric utility customer areas.  The City therefore adopts and incorporates by reference the following listed documents which are a part of this ordinance and which will be on file with the office of the City Clerk and made available by the City Clerk to all persons requesting a copy of this ordinance:

SECTION 4.   The customer shall pay all interconnection costs including but not limited to the City’s estimated cost, including overheads, for the purchase and construction of necessary system upgrades to the City’s distribution system in accordance with the agreement to be entered into between the City and the customer.

SECTION 5.   This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication in the official City newspaper.
