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ORDINANCE NO. 657
AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING AND INCORPORATING BY REFERENCE THE "BOCA NATIONAL FIRE PREVENTION CODE, 1999," AND REPEALING EXISTING CHAPTER VII, ARTICLE 2, SECTION 7-201.  
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS:
SECTION 1.  (Article 2, Section 7-201) BOCA NATIONAL FIRE PREVENTION CODE, 1999, INCORPORATED.  The BOCA National Fire Prevention Code, 1999, as recommended by the Building Officials and Code Administrators International Inc., is hereby adopted by reference for the purpose of regulation of conditions hazardous to life and property from fire and explosion including the Appendix thereof, as stated in the "City of Lincoln Center Official Copy."  No fewer than three copies of the BOCA National Fire Prevention Code, 1999, shall be marked or stamped "Official Copy as Incorporated by the Code of the City of Lincoln Center," and shall be filed with the city clerk to be open to inspection and available to the public at all reasonable hours of business.  

SECTION 2.  REPEAL.  Existing Section 7-201 of the Code of the City of Lincoln Center is repealed and replaced by this ordinance.  

SECTION 3.  EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage, approval and publication one time in the official city newspaper.
