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ORDINANCE NO. 655
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 7-305 OF ARTICLE 3, CHAPTER VII OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS; PERMIT FOR SALE OF FIREWORKS REQUIRED; SALES PROHIBITED IN BUSINESS DISTRICT; PERMIT FEE; AND BUSINESS DISTRICT DEFINED.  
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF LINCOLN CENTER, KANSAS:
SECTION 1.  (a)  It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to sell, display for sell, offer to sell or give away any type of fireworks within the city without first paying a fee of $50 per establishment or premises to the city clerk and applying for and securing a permit therefore on or before June 25 of the permit year.

(b)   Prior to the issuance of the permit, an inspection shall be made of the applicant’s facility for compliance with this chapter and other pertinent laws, and no permit shall be issued for any premises not in compliance with such laws.   Upon qualifying for the permit, the permitee shall prominently display the same at the establishment or premises where fireworks are to be sold or displayed for sale.   The permit fee shall not be refundable upon failure to qualify for the permit or withdrawal or cancellation of the application or permit.

(c)   No permit shall be issued for the sale of fireworks within the business district of the city.  The business district of the city for the purpose of this ordinance is defined to be that area bordered on the west by Sixth Street (Hwy. K-14), on the north by Elm Street, on the east by Second Street, and on the south by Court Street.  
SECTION 2.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force upon its passage, approval and publication one time in the official city newspaper.
